TCLP is merit-based and open to anyone who:

• Is a resident of Taiwan;

• Is currently a full-time teacher of English or 
Mandarin as a Foreign Language in a primary or 
secondary (K-12) school in Taiwan;

• Has at least four years of full-time classroom 
teaching experience at the time of application;

• Has a firm understanding of Mandarin;

• Has at least a bachelor’s degree;

• Is prepared to teach for the entire U.S. academic  
year with leave time limited to school breaks;

• Is proficient in written and spoken English; and
